If your Shutter has a midrail then there will be 4 extra brackets provided, which you

@ should fit into the side frames of the window.

2 holes will be added to each of the shutter’s side frames, located above and below
the midrail on each side, for these brackets.

Installing the Shutter

Line up the notches in the top and bottom frames of the Shutter with the brackets, and push the Shutter back against the window

until it slots into place.

Taking the Shutter down from the window B

If at any point you need to remove the shutter from the window, for example to clean your windows, then it's easy; just use a flat head

screwdriver or another slim, blunt object to gently pry the brackets free of where they clip into the shutter. Loosen the brackets at the

top, then at the sides (if you have a taller shutter with side brackets), then tilt the top of the shutter toward you and lift away from the
window.
